APPRENCTICESHIP INFO:

Not interested in being on stage but still want to be involved? We have many important positions to fill in the area of technical theatre. Work under area professionals to learn all about the behind the scenes work that is needed to make the show happen. Ever notice how stage lights can totally change the feeling of the show? Ever wonder how a tree got onstage? Or how the actors got their amazing costumes? There are many people who work behind the scenes to make sure a show looks fantastic and runs smoothly. This could be you! Read the descriptions of the positions below and have a Think about what you might like to do:

Assistant Student Director (AD): The assistant to the director helps the director make creative decisions about what will happen with the show. He or she might work with the costumer, lighting designer or scenic designer to help pick out costumes, choose lighting effects or come up with an idea for the set. The assistant director is the director's second set of eyes and ears. He or she helps to identify things that need to be worked on in rehearsal. This person helps the director keep track of important papers and items. He or she helps to run rehearsals and generally functions as the director when the director is not available. As an Assistant Student Director, you will be working closely with the director to learn the creative process of directing a show. This is a leadership position with many responsibilities. You might like this job if you are organized, have lots of ideas and like to work with lots of other people. This position is open to kids aged 11 and older who have some previous theatre experience. 

Student Stage Managers and Assistant Stage Manager (SM and ASM): Stage Managers and Assistant Stage Managers are the bosses of the backstage. They keep the actors and tech crew organized and make sure everyone knows what they are supposed to do! They are responsible for helping the director make creative choices happen by coming up with innovative ways do do things. Stage Managers keep track of props and moveable set pieces and ensure that scene changes run smoothly. They act as a liaison between the director and the cast and crew and deal with problems as they arise. Stage Managers and Assistant Stage Managers have to be able to stay organized and think quickly on their feet, like MacGyver. These are leadership positions with many responsibilities. You might like this job if you like to keep your room clean, always have your school papers in order and like figuring out better ways to get things done. These positions are open to kids aged 11 and older who have some previous theatre experience. 

Student Costumers/Dressers: People on the costuming team help to pick out the outfits and makeup that the actors will use in the show. They work with the director to help find or make the costumes that the director envisions for the show. Costumers work with the lighting designer to choose the fabrics and colors that work best with the lights. They also consult with the choreographer to make sure that the actors can do their dance moves with no problems from their clothes. Costumers measure actors for any costumes that need to be made and then make them. During the show, costumers help the actors dress for quick changes, keep all the costumes organized and make any repairs to the clothes that are needed. As a Student Costumer or Dresser, you will learn all about these processes and help the costumer with them. You might like this job if you have an eye for fashion and enjoy making crafts at home or school. No previous experience in sewing is necessary, we will teach you! This position is open to kids aged 11 and older who can use a needle and scissors responsibly.

Student Lighting Crew: The lights are like another character in the show. They can be used to create the mood onstage, change the setting or show the audience what to look at. Lighting people take stock of the instruments (lights) that the theater has available and figure out how to arrange and use them for the show. They choose the best colors and effects for getting the job done. Lighting people work with the director, costumers, scenics and choreographer to make sure that the lights fit well with the other designs. As a member of the student lighting crew, you will learn how a designer chooses a light plot and creates cues. You will also learn how the lights work, how to hang and focus lights and how to execute the cues for the rehearsals and the performances. You might like this job if you enjoy art class and/or like finding out how things work. This position is open to kids aged 11 and older.

Student Scenic: The scenic designer works with the director to come up with ways to portray the physical setting of the play on stage. He or she designs and builds the various set pieces, flats or backdrops that help to show the audience where we are and what we are doing. The scene designer also may work with the property master to choose and find or build props to be used in the show. As a member of the student scenic team, you will learn the principles of design and how to use various tools to build and decorate the set pieces and props that we will use in the show. You might like this job if you have artistic ability (e.g. painting and drawing) and/or like building things. These positions are open to kids aged 11 and older who are able to responsibly use tools and paint. Although some familiarity with tools is helpful, it is not necessary. 

Student Makeup Artist: The makeup artist works with director and costumer to choose makeup effects that will enhance the show. He or she also works with the lighting designer to make sure that the makeup and lights work well together. The makeup artist is responsible for making sure that all actors have their own makeup kits that match their skin. He or she applies the makeup to each actor's face before the show starts. As a student makeup artist, you will learn the principles of choosing and applying makeup to achieve various effects and assist the makeup artists during show time. You might like this job if you enjoy art class and dressing up for Halloween. This position is open to kids aged 11 and older.
