Minutes of the Whidbey Playhouse Members Meeting Sunday April 19, 2009:

Members met at 5pm to share a potluck dinner.  Meeting was called to order at 5:40 pm by President Allenda Jenkins.  The following 17 members attended:
Allenda Jenkins, Sue Riney, Jim Riney, Julia Locke, Jack Locke, Kay Williamson, Kathy Fox, Rusty Hendrix, Bob Hendrix, Rosemary Morrison, Ken Grigsby, Grace Schiffman, Dave Myers, Sheila Ryan, Mary Lou Chandler, Cori Siggens and Jim Siggens. 
Allenda Jenkins began to present the Revised Bylaws calling for a motion. 

Sheila Ryan called a point of order and made a motion (paraphrased) to postpone the vote on the Bylaws until the membership could be re-notified of the vote and given an opportunity to exercise their right of proxy, the postponement to be until May 2nd at 6:30pm.  Mary Lou Chandler seconded the motion.  Lengthy discussion ensued with discussions of the legality of proxy voting as it pertains to Roberts Rules and Washington State Law regarding corporations and questions of whether it is even legal as written in the current bylaws.  This question was challenged as an infringement of members’ rights to a vote.  When discussion was finally finished, Cori Siggens called for a vote.  Voting was conducted by paper ballots which were publicly counted.  There were eight votes in favor of the motion and nine votes against, defeating the motion.  

Sheila presented a second motion to amend Article V Section 2 of the Revised Bylaws to read, “Spouses, partners and immediate family members may not serve concurrently on the Board.”  Mary Lou Chandler seconded the motion.  Discussion ensued.  Jack Locke discussed his study of the IRS rules of conflict of interest concluding that our compliance went above and beyond that required by the IRS.  Cori Siggens called for a vote.  Voting was conducted by paper ballots which were publicly counted.  There were six votes in favor of the motion and eleven votes against, defeating the motion.
Kathy Fox made a motion that Article IV, Section 4, b.) be amended to read, “A method for absentee balloting in the annual board member election and in special meetings shall be provided, for members in good standing, in the policies and procedures.”  Mary Lou Chandler seconded the motion.  Voting was conducted by paper ballots which were publicly counted.  There were six votes in favor and ten votes against, defeating the motion.  There was one less vote on this motion as Sheila Ryan, who was ill, left early.

No other motions or discussion being called for, Cori Siggens called for the vote on approval of the Revised Bylaws.  Four received proxy votes were allowed according to the Bylaws.  Voting was conducted by paper ballots which were publicly counted.  There were fifteen votes to approve and five votes to reject, and the Revised Bylaws were approved.  
Announcements were;

There will be a May 16th work party with Navy assistance being arranged by Kathy Fox.  

Ken Grigsby called for volunteers to help with a 6th Grade Job Shadowing project with four students interested in Set Design and Acting.  The date is May 7th from 10:30 until 1:30, and Bob Hendrix, Jack Locke, Cori Siggens and Jim Siggens volunteered.

Mary Lou announced the deadline for newsletter entries is May 9th with a publication date of May 23rd.

Jim Riney discussed our presentation to Island Thrift for a grant providing funds for heating and cooling improvements, the technical equipment we are getting from the high school remodeling, and the PSE Lighting replacement situation.  We’re still waiting to hear results of these ongoing efforts.

Meeting was adjourned at 7:30pm.
