Minutes of WPH Members Meeting and Brief Board Meeting     Sunday May 16, 2009

The potluck dinner began at 5pm.  During this time, nominee Mark Laska came briefly to meet those in attendance, but he had to return to work before the meeting began.
President Allenda Jenkins called the meeting to order at about 6pm with 15 people in attendance, including a majority of board members.  In attendance were Allenda Jenkins, Rusty Hendrix, 
Julia Locke, Jack Locke, Kay Williamson, Grace Schiffman, Matthew Powell, Hector Powell, Sue Riney, Jim Riney, Ken Grigsby, Helen Chatfield Weeks, Mary Kay Hallen, Kent Peckenpaugh, and Janis Powell.

The main business of the meeting was the election of the Board slate of officers and members.  Those nominated were Allenda Jenkins president, Rusty Hendrix vice president, Grace Javier secretary, Jack Locke treasurer, Matthew Powell facilities, Grace Schiffman fundraising, Dona Dausey volunteer/membership, Linda Walbeck marketing, Mark Laska education, Kent Peckenpaugh technical resources, Julia Locke performance resources, and a vacancy for the Production resources chair.  The president called for nominations from the floor for any Board seats.  Jim Riney nominated Mary Kay Hallen to the vacant seat for Production Chair.  She accepted that nomination, and the members voted to add her name to the slate.  The president presented the slate of nominees and the election to vote to accept or to reject.  Ballots were distributed, voted upon, and placed in the ballot box.  Ken Grigsby counted the votes publicly with 14 yes votes and 1 no vote.  The slate of board members and officers was accepted.  Because the slate had been altered, the two absentee ballots received were voided.
1. Hector Powell reported on Saturday’s work party.  Kathy Fox had arranged for a Navy crew to participate.  They stripped the Star Studio exterior railing in preparation for painting (which Matthew Powell and Rusty Hendrix volunteered to do.)  They did sheet rock work in the green room and in the under-stair closet in the Star Studio.  They pressure washed the concrete parking barriers in the parking lot and swept the sand in preparation for removal.  Plentiful food was provided for the workers afterward.  

2. Janis Powell, business manager, announced that 3 of the 5 buyouts have been filled for next season, but we still need 5013C organizations for Zombies from the Beyond and for The Cover of Life.  
3. Julia Locke, secretary, announced the posting of a sign up sheet for volunteers for committees and committee chairs.  
All business having been completed, the meeting was adjourned.

The president then called to order a brief meeting of the board members present, as noted in the minutes of the May Board meeting, to cover 3 subjects.
