THE WHIDBEY PLAYHOUSE RULES

Revised 09/16/06

The doors to the building will be locked 15 minutes after start of all set building, painting, & rehearsals.  Come to the side ramp access door and knock to be allowed inside.  This is for the safety of cast, crew and the building.
1.  Food or beverages are not allowed in the auditorium at any time or in the Green room during performances.

2.  The telephone is only for official Playhouse business.  Calls of an emergency nature may be made with the permission of the House Manager.

3.  The House Manager, Business Manager and box office personnel are the only individuals permitted behind the ticket counter during performances.

4.  During performances only orchestra members, lighting operators and sound technicians are allowed in the balcony area.  If all auditorium seats are filled, only ushers may sit on the stairs.

5.  All tickets reserved by cast and staff members must be paid for according to current box office procedures.  No exceptions.

6.  All cast and staff members must arrive ready to begin at the time noted on the rehearsal/production schedule.  If unable to attend due to illness or other emergency, phone the director or stage manager.  Any unexcused absence may be cause for dismissal.

7.  No one will attend rehearsals or performances under the influence of drugs or alcohol.  No one shall use recreational drugs or alcohol anywhere on The Whidbey Playhouse property.  Alcoholic beverages may be served by groups that have bought out a performance (buy-out night) and obtained the required permits.

8. On performance nights all cast, crew and staff must park across the street in the Presbyterian Church parking lot.  NO exceptions.
9.  The cast must not be seen in costume by the patrons prior to the show or during intermission unless specifically serving as ushers or in otherwise approved capacities.

10.  Cast members must participate in clean up of the green room.

11.  Food presented at any “buy-out” may not be consumed by cast, crew or their family members.

12.  A deposit may be required from each cast or staff member who wishes to possess a rented script or score.  The amount of the deposit will be determined by the replacement cost.  The deposit will be refunded upon return of the clean undamaged book.

13.  At the close of the production, each cast member will return all costumes and props assigned to them.  

14.  All cast, crew, and staff members are expected to participate in striking the set immediately following the closing performance.
